The increasing burden of stroke requires improved stroke prevention and management. About 15 

million worldwide people suffer a stroke each year causing 5.5 million deaths and being one of the 

most common causes for disability. Due to increasing risk factors, such as hypertension, diabetes, 

atrial fibrillation or coronary heart disease incidence is expected to increase dramatically.

In order to cope with the increasing burden of stroke, joint research and action in stroke prevention 

and management are needed. Approaches must be identified and evaluated in international co-

operation in order to provide efficient and evidence based solutions. 

Primary action will have to address topics such as

•	 measures for the primary and secondary prevention of stroke by systematic screening and treat-

ment of major risk factors

•	 optimal management of stroke incidents by increasing public awareness, organising emergency 

systems, management of specialised stroke units, rehabilitation and long-term care

•	 research in stroke prevention and management that provides evidence of best practice solutions in 

different settings and contexts as well as the organisation of international clinical trials

Networks of stroke experts from Rhineland-Palatinate and North Rhine-Westfalia in Germany seek 

to share competences and experience among each other and with international partners. With an 

estimated incidence of 1.6 million strokes per year, India is considered to be a strategic partner for 

co-operation in dealing with the global burden of stroke.

Road traffic crashes pose a major threat to national health systems. Nevertheless, rapid emergency 

care is required in many more settings. The road traffic crash case can serve as a role model for a 

variety of pathologies, such as stroke, cardiac arrest, poisoning, cerebral hematoma, all of which are 

extremely time sensitive, yet potentially curable if only treated immediately. In trauma, this need for 

treat is known as the Golden Hour of Shock. 

The University of Greifswald’s Traffic Crash Research Team has extensive experience in developing 

countries including India, development of emergency care systems (e.g. German Trauma Network), 

and care practices in the prehospital phase (e.g. Standardised Care Algorithms). Today, the Traffic 

Crash Research Team is the leading member of the German thinkAUTO multidisciplinary cluster deve-

lopment initiative that is dedicated to urban road safety in India and Germany. 

The main objectives of an Indo-German-co-operation are to identify cost-effective solutions to 

improve emergency care and transport by innovative, sustainable services and products. These might 

include (1) combined mobile phone based crash notification and dispatch systems, (2) vehicle based 

emergency kits connected to dispatchers. In parts, these are readily available but require adjust-

ment to regional capabilities. Last but not the least, (3) data on practicality and feasibility has to be 

obtained from samples of political and business stakeholders, hospital managers and companies, 

(commercial) vehicle drivers and fleet owners, all of whom are playing key roles in integrated, urban 

emergency care systems. Current partners include the Public Health Foundation India, New Delhi, 

and The George Institute India, Hyderabad.

Within cancer diagnostics the awareness of patients for irregularities in their physiological  

and physical constitution is mandatory for future medical diagnostics and medical treatment.

Patients should hence develop own competence in detecting alterations of their bodies. 

To this effect, patients should be trained in gaining awareness for alterations.

In a second step the development of new diagnostic means is mandatory. The range of tumour 

markers is vast and helps to identify in a first step if tumours exist or not.

High resolution imaging, such as PET / CT and ultrasonic devices, help to clarify the status of cancer 

development and therefore the planning and management of treatment.

Beyond surgery, radiation and cytostatic treatment, the development of vaccination of tumours  

is a valuable approach for new therapies. In co-operation with partners, we have developed  

preclinical tested vaccination effective for the treatment of lung and kidney cancer.

Another approach is the way, i.e. the treatment of prostate cancer via substances derived out of 

propolis of bees.

We are interested in finding Indian partners for clinical studies with respect of tumour vaccination 

and tumour treatment via propolis-derived substances.
